There are cold winds that blow cold Arctic air into the taiga
biome, making it very cold most of the year. Therefore, this
climate is called the subarctic climate. The earth rotates around the
sun annually. Due to the tilt of the sun, the taiga biome faces away
from the sun, resulting in long snowy winters, which are extremely
cold. Another effect is that there is less radiation from the sun to
heat the land up. For these reasons, the summer is barely three
months long, and the winter is double that.
